1. Introduction

= organise a number of events over the course of the academic year with support from IChemE
staff, your local IChemE Members Group and the other Student Ambassadors at your university,
working closely with your chemical engineering society

= work closely with IChemE staff including your local IChemE Member Group to provide feedback
on student engagement and events

= connect with students in your year group to understand how IChemE can best support them
during their time at university

= encourage students to sign up for free IChemE Student membership to access resources and free
training courses available on our website

= Chemical Engineering Society member at your institution desirable but not essential.

= strong verbal and communication skills

= organisation and time management skills

IChemE Student Ambassadors will be in post for one full academic year commencing from April 2025
to April 2026 (or when your year finishes if at final year).
