	Notes for applicants

1. To be eligible for a Food & Drink SIG Student Conference Bursary you must be a registered university student and a member of IChemE.

2. Conference Bursaries will only be awarded to students who are presenting a paper or a report at the conference/event.  No distinction is drawn between poster and oral presentations.

3. Applications should be made by emailing your completed form to specialinterestgroups@icheme.org
4. Your application must be supported by a supervisor's report which should be sent by separate email to specialinterestgroups@icheme.org, confirming (i) your status as an unsalaried member of your department / university; (ii) the suitability of you attending the conference/event; (iii) availability of supporting funds.

5. It is recommended that applications are made at least two months prior to the conference/event.  The SIG Committee usually reviews bursary applications in November/December and May/June each year.
6. Bursaries are awarded competitively. Bursaries should be used only to cover part of the cost of registration, travel and accommodation. The Food & Drink SIG will not normally fund more than one student to attend any one conference. The decision of the Food & Drink SIG Committee is final.

7. Bursaries are normally awarded at levels of £100, £150, £200 or £250, and any bursary is expected to be matched by financial support of at least the same value from your home institution.  In exceptional circumstances larger bursaries will be awarded, up to a maximum value of £500, and the supervisor’s report must outline the circumstances.
8. The SIG Committee reserve the right to award a smaller bursary than the sum requested.

9. Payment can only be authorised after the conference and will only be made against receipts for the items listed above. A bursary must be claimed within three months of the conference, or it will be forfeited.

10. You must submit a conference/event report alongside the claim for reimbursement. The report should be 500-1000 words long and cover the key papers presented at the conference, the relevance of the conference to the participant’s own work and any other points of interest. The report may be published in the Food & Drink SIG newsletter, at the Editor’s discretion. The report may include photographs, given the understanding that permission is therefore granted to reproduce these in the newsletter.
