1. Applications should be made by emailing your completed form to specialinterestgroups@icheme.org
2. Your application must be supported by a supervisor's report sent by separate email to specialinterestgroups@icheme.org, confirming your suitability to attend the conference or event or take part in the project, and your status as an unsalaried member of your department / university.

3. It is recommended that applications are made at least two months prior to travelling.

4. Bursaries are awarded competitively to cover part of the cost of registration, travel and accommodation only. The Water Special Interest Group will not normally fund more than one student to attend any one conference. The decision of the Water Special Interest Group is final.

5. Bursaries are normally awarded up to a maximum value of £250.

6. You must accept the offer of an award and any conditions, by email within 1 month of the offer.

7. Payment can only be authorised after the conference/project/event event and will only be made against receipts for the items listed above and fulfilment of the conditions of the offer. 

8. If a bursary is awarded, it must be claimed within three months of the end of the conference/project/event, or it will be forfeited.

9. Unless the conditions of the offer specify otherwise, a report shall be submitted by the applicant with the claim. The report should be 500-1000 words long and cover (e.g.) the key papers presented at the conference, the relevance of the conference to the participant’s own work and any other points of interest. The report may be published in the Water Special Interest Group newsletter, at the Editor’s discretion. In appropriate cases you may alternatively or additionally be asked to give a presentation e.g. a webinar.
